Materials Needed:
- Clear plastic bottle (with smooth sides if possible)
-  Water
- Cooking oil or baby oil

- Food coloring
- Alka seltzer tablets
- Optional: a funnel to help pour the water and oil, or have an adult help

Instructions

1. Take the cap off of the plastic bottle and fill it 4 full with water

2. Slowly fill the bottle with vegetable oil until it is nearly full

3. Add several drops of food coloring

4. Wait for the food coloring to sink through the oil and then mix with the
water
Break one alka seltzer tablet in half, and add both pieces into the bottle
. Watch your lava lamp go!
